Our
spay and neuter procedures vary on price, depending on the
veterinarian. Average cost for a cat neuter is $30 and for a
cat spay is $45. Dog procedures are according to weight,
soit really varies. However, dogs always cost morethan
cats, from $50 to $150. We often receive discounted
prices because we are a non-profit organization. We
NEVER compromise on any medications, especially pain
meds. We want peopleto know that we only use vets who
we personally would use ourselves!
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
