LETTER TO THE EDITOR 
 
It may still be winter to us but in the animal world, the 
days are getting longer and that means our cats and dogs 
are instinctively mating.  The no-kill policies at our 
shelters are a humane way of dealing with abandoned 
and unwanted animals but it also means the shelters fill 
up rapidly and there is no more room for the unwanted 
animals that will be born this spring.   
  
For every 415 human babies born there are 3,500 cats 
born. There will not be enough homes for them all.  If 
you have a cat or dog that is 4 months old or older, it 
could soon be coming into heat. 
 
Concerned People for Animals, Inc. wants to help 
prevent these unwanted births from occurring.  Money is 
tight and many people are laid off from seasonal jobs. 
We can help by providing you with the name of a 
participating veterinarian who can get your pet spayed 
or neutered at a low cost. We will happily work with 
you according to your individual needs.   
 
It is just as important to get the males neutered as to get 
the females fixed.  One female may have 2 to 4 litters 
per year but a male can breed hundreds of babies.  Your 
male cat or dog will be much healthier because he won't 
get into fights and won't stray from home where he can 
be hit by a car.  
 
If you think you can't afford to get you pet spayed or 
neutered how will you afford to feed four to six more 
cats or dogs?  What will you do with them?
