So, this is a 

fabulous way for everyone to have the same òstandard ó and use 

the same òlanguageó when dealing with feral (wild) cats. CPA had 

wonderful volunteers  éSarah who òset the whole thing upó and 

even raised  funds to  help with  the 18 surgeries ! Thank you!! 

   We have heard of many, many trailer pa rks as well as other 

places that are OVERWHELMED by cats. WE CAN HELP! We 

just need volunteers in the area.
